"Line Up and Wait Phraseology Change"  

 
  
ÅÅ Beginning September 30, 2010, the words ñLine Up and Waitò will  

replace the words ñPosition and Holdò to instruct a pilot to enter the  

runway to await take-off clearance. Under the new ñLine Up and Waitò  

phraseology, the controller will:  

- State your call-sign;  

- State the departure runway;  

- State ñLine Up and Waitò.  

 

Å Exercise Caution. Be aware the phrase ñTraffic Holding in Positionò will  

continue to be used to advise other aircraft that traffic has been  

authorized to ñLine Up and Waitò on an active runway.  

 

Å REMEMBER: Never cross a hold line without explicit ATC  

instructions. You may not enter a runway unless you have been:  

- Instructed to cross or taxi onto that specific runway  

- Cleared to take off from that runway, or  

- Instructed to ñLine Up and Waitò on that specific runway.

FAA- Runway Safety Tip 

ÁDuring investigations of actual runway collisions, it has been learned 
that there were cues that could have provided flight crews with 
information regarding what was about to happen. ATC recordings, 
reviewed after some accidents, have contained pilot and controller 
transmissions that could have been used as indicators to prevent an 
accident.  

ÁPilots don't have to become controllers in addition to flying the 
aircraft, but it's always a good idea to "listen-up," especially when 
you're holding on a runway awaiting takeoff clearance. You may 
inadvertently be cleared for takeoff with another aircraft landing or 
departing on an intersecting runway. Or an aircraft could be cleared 
to land on the runway on which you're holding.  

Á If you're concerned about safety for any reason, speak-up and ask!  

ÁAlso keep a ñsterile cockpitò until after takeoff from the runway.
